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Santiago-La Serena: You can easily reach La Serena by car on the Ruta
5 (Highway). In La Serena you go East in direction of Valle de Elqui. The
road will take you past Vicufia (66 km from La Serena) to Rivadavia

(83 km from La Serena). Please turn right in Rivadavia and follow the
asphalt road to Pisco Elqui, which you will reach after 103 km.

Cam® By bus
Daily there are serveral bus connections between La Serena and Pisco Elqui.
The buses either leave from the bus station (Amunétegui s/n) or in Coquimbo
(Avendida Varela 1300). There are also bus stops in Calle Esmeralda s/n
Plaza de Abastos and between the streets Juan de Dios Peni and Colo Colo
in La Serena where you can get on the bus to Pisco Elqui. The bus ride will
take approximately 2,5 hours.

a By plane

The nearest airport is in La Serena. There are several flights from the national
airport in Santiago to La Serena. This is the fastest way to get to us. We
also offer a transfer from La Serena to the Tesoro de Elqui.

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Travelling from Argentinia

The way from Argentinia to Pisco Elqui leads over one of the highest and
most beautiful mountain passes - The "Paso del Agua Negra". At the highest
point of the pass (4765 m), you will cross the border to Chile. The pass is
easily reached from San Juan (capital of the province San Juan). Take the
street Nr. 150 to Chile, on which you will get to the picturesque village
Rodeo. Shortly before you enter the road to Chile, the Hot Spings of Pismanta

are worth a trip.
